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Synopsis:
A Pantomime based loosely on the Cinderella story but using real people from a real event in History. Ann of Cleves from the Dukedom of Kleves hence the K in the title. This K will be in the story line as an ongoing joke.
Characters:
King Harry of England. A chauvinistic ruler who is looking for a new Queen. Easily conned, but underneath he has a heart of gold.
Tom Cromwell. The spiteful, creepy, assistant to the King. Manipulates the King to raise his own wealth.
William Swan. The Duke of Kleve. Trying to get rid of his two sisters for as much money as he can get in the marriage stakes.
Amelia Swan. The eldest of two sisters, she is beautiful and knows it, expensive jewels, dresses cost her brother too much and is ruining the family fortunes.
Anna Swan. The youngest sister, very hardworking and has to perform all the household duties because the Duke cannot afford many servants. Anna is not as good looking as her sister but has a beautiful heart.
Hans Holbien Jnr. The King’s artist who has been sent to paint the two sisters for the King to view and choose for a new wife. Known as Buttons as he wears large wooden buttons.
Mother Swan. The old matriarch who now relies upon her family for handouts. She is a funny old lady and only Anna treats her well with love and affection.
Storyline:
Scene 1: In the English court.
King Harry is desperate to get his hands  on the formula for Alum Flour so he can colour his clothes without the colour running out. The impoverished Duke of Kleve has this formula and wants to trade the formula plus one of his sisters for great wealth. Who better than the King of England!
King Harry sends over to the Castle of Kleve his court artist, “Junior” who will paint the Dukes two sisters so the King can choose one for his wife. Tom Cromwell (boo) organises all the trip and has a few tricks up his sleeves to become very rich from the deal. He has large sleeves and tricks come out as an ongoing joke.
Scene two: In Kleves Castle
Anna is being bossed at lot by her sister, her brother cannot stop the bullying and so turns a blind eye. Her Mother is ignored by all but Anna, though she holds the last piece of the formula for Alum Flour without anybody knowing it.
The Duke knows he has most of the formula but lacks the last element of the process, so he is busy trying his best to make it work with many disastrous outcomes. Explosions, green hair, no hair etc all through the scene. All he knows it begins with a “P”.
Amelia the bully of the family is always at the mirror, having Anna brush her hair. Anna loves Amelia but tries to get her own back for the bullying by hanging secret messages on Amelia from the back.
The artist “Junior” arrives and immediately falls in love with Anna, trying to make the bullying stop and consoling Anna.
The paintings are done, but Junior has made Anna beautiful and Amelia is not amused.
Scene three:
Back in the English Court
King Harry is taken by the purity and innocent beauty of Anna and chooses her for his next wife. This is not what Tom Cromwell wanted as he had a deal with Amelia with the promise of lands in Germany where he can set up a factory to bake cakes and import them back to England, somewhere in the Blackforest.
Tom tries his best to change the Kings mind but to no avail, even Junior wants Harry to pick Amelia as he loves Anna, but all the attempt fail and Anna is sent for.
After 6 weeks on a horse with no change of cloths nor toilets on the journey, Anna is not looking her best and very tired. She is pleased to get away from her family and has brought her Mother with her too.
Harry is flabbergasted when he sees her showing his disappointment by calling her a horse. Anna’s Mother defends her loving sister and rebounds upon Harry who cowers beneath her wrath.
Junior helps Anna to become the beauty he had painted and Harry soon falls in love with her too.
